Jeff Danter’s took over leadership of the Conservancy's Florida Chapter in July of 2007. As Florida state director, Jeff heads one of the Conservancy's largest and most successful programs, which has protected more than 1.2 million acres in the state. Jeff’s previous position was state director of Alabama, where under his leadership the Conservancy more than quadrupled the size of its preserves, increased the number of acres protected by more than 50 percent, dramatically increased fundraising, re-energized partnerships with state and federal agencies, and created coastal and freshwater conservation programs. Jeff first joined the Conservancy in 1999 as director of The Nature Conservancy's Disney Wilderness Preserve in central Florida, one of the most successful landscape mitigation projects in the United States. He came from private industry, where he worked in corporate finance for more than nine years. He holds a doctorate in ecological management communications, a master’s degree in business administration and a bachelor's degree in chemical engineering from The Ohio State University.
